5. General Course Objectives 
The course is designed to acquaint the student with basic geographic principles and aid in developing a "sense of place" of the Hawaiian Islands. Concepts of physical and cultural geography are presented with emphasis on volcanic landforms, coastal features, climate and vegetation of Hawai`i. Geographic aspects of population, settlement, agriculture, economics and land use are also investigated.

Geography 102 fulfills three of the 12 credits for the Social Science requirement for the A.A. degree and the Social Science elective for the A.A.S. degree at Maui Community College. This course fulfills the requirements for the University of Hawai’i at Manoa General Education, Diversification, Social Science (DS).
